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Grace and Peace to you.

Do we need a new parsonage? Do we need to pay a Children’s Director? How
can we pay our current bills? What is the leadership of the church doing?

Since arriving in 2002, Brazil First UMC has grown in many ways. We have three
distinct worship services. Our attendance was grown from 170 to 275. Our Sunday morn-
ing weekly offering has grown from $3,178 to $4,447. Our budget has grown from
$210,000 to $268,000. We have added 9 ongoing small groups. We have added several
new mission adventures including the soup kitchen and mission trips.

With everything going on we must always remember our primary purpose is to
make disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world. Our task is to connect
people to God, connect people to people, and connect people to service.

The Staff Parish Relations Committee is organizing a Congregational Meeting to
share information about the direction of the church. We have identified three major issues
that we believe need to be addressed and we are inviting the entire congregation to hear
the direction our church is going. We will also have dialogue to hear questions.
